Women's Residential Treatment Center

Pregnant and parenting women receive
priorily admission.

At WRTC, we serve women, preghant women, and
women with their young children (under age 11).
WRTC is one of only 3 residential substance use
treatment facilities in Virginia that allow children to
accompany their mothers into treatment.

We provide gender-responsive and evidence-based
substance use treatment for the women we serve at
WRTC. We partner with the mothers to support and

enhance their parenting skills and to nurture their
child's growth and development.
